• Interstate 35 South to Exit 76,

County Road 2 (Elko / New Market)

• Turn Left (East) from exit ramp
onto County Road 2 and proceed
to Stop Sign at Old Pillsbury
(County Road 46).

• Turn Right (South) on Old Pillsbury
and drive 3.5 Miles to County
Road 3.  Watch for our Club Sign
on the Right, 200 Yards
before County Road 3.

• Turn Right (West) on County Road 3
and watch for our Club Sign and
entrance about 300 yards on
Right Side.  NOTE:  If
you cross over I-35, you have
gone too far!

• Follow Gravel Driveway to Gun Club.
Drive slowly and watch for deer.

• Turn Right (East) from exit ramp
then immediately turn Left (North)
onto Service Road
(Hazelwood Rd., County Road 46).

• Proceed North on Hazelwood (46)
for 3.6 Miles, then turn Left (West) on County
Road 3.  Watch for our Club Sign and
entrance about 300 yards on
Right Side.  NOTE:  If you cross over I-35,
you have gone too far!
